TODAY’S BIG IDEA  
Your faith will be tested in Babylon (the last days).  

 
“King Nebuchadnezzar made an image of gold, ninety feet high and nine 

feet wide, and set it up on the plain of Dura in the province of Babylon. He 
then summoned the satraps, prefects, governors, advisers, treasurers, judg-
es, magistrates and all the other provincial officials to come to the  dedica-

tion of the image he had set up. So the satraps, prefects, governors, advisers, 
treasurers, judges, magistrates and all the other provincial        officials as-
sembled for the dedication of the image that King                      Nebuchad-
nezzar had set up, and they stood before it. Then the herald    loudly pro-

claimed, "This is what you are commanded to do, O peoples,    nations and 
men of every language: As soon as you hear the sound of the horn, flute, 

zither, lyre, harp, pipes and all kinds of music, you must fall down and wor-
ship the image of gold that King Nebuchadnezzar has set up. Whoever does 
not fall down and worship will immediately be thrown          into a blazing 

furnace."

“Finally these men said, “We will never find any basis for charges against 
this man Daniel unless it has something to do with the law of his God.” So 
the administrators and the satraps went as a group to the king and said:

“Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego replied to the king,                         
“O Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to defend ourselves before you in 
this matter. If we are thrown into the blazing furnace, the God we serve   
is able to save us from it, and he will rescue us from your hand, O king. 
But even if he does not, we want you to know, O king, that we will not 

serve your gods or worship the image of gold you have set up.”

2. ___________ the Worship of God  

Now when Daniel learned that the decree had been published, he went 
home to his upstairs room where the windows opened toward Jerusalem. 
Three times a day he got down on his knees and prayed, giving thanks to 
his God, just as he had done before. Then these men went as a group and 
found Daniel praying and asking God for help. So they went to the king 
and spoke to him about his royal decree: "Did you not publish a decree 

that during the next thirty days anyone who prays to any god or man   
except to you, O king, would be thrown into the lions' den?" The king  

answered, "The decree stands--in accordance with the laws of the    
Medes and Persians, which cannot be repealed.”
