Jesus saw a man, not a tax collector. Do you agree that when we     
categorize people we often dehumanize them?  If so, why?   
 
What are the categories of people that are hardest to love for you? Is 
anyone past saving or being loved?  
 
How far would you go / do in order to reach someone?

HOW TO PRAY FOR LOST PEOPLE 
Use this simple prayer guide as you pray for those in your sphere of    

influence who need a relationship with Jesus Christ.  
 
Pray that the Father would draw them to Jesus  
(John 6:44) No one can come to me unless the Father who sent me draws 
them.  
 
Bind the spirit that blinds their minds  
(2 Corinthians 4:4) The god of this age has blinded the minds of             
unbelievers, so that they cannot see the light of the gospel that displays 
the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.  
 
Loose the spirit of adoption - a desire to be adopted into the family of 
Christ  
(Romans 8:15) The Spirit you received does not make you slaves, so that 
you live in fear again; rather, the Spirit you received brought about your 
adoption to sonship. And by him we cry, “Abba, Father.”  
 
Pray for the opportunity to cross their paths and enter into a positive 
relationship with them, and that other believers will cross their paths 
and enter into positive relationships with them  
(Colossians 4:3) pray for us, too, that God may open a door for our      
message, so that we may proclaim the mystery of Christ  
(Matthew 9:38) Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out     
workers into his harvest field.”  
 
Loose the spirit of wisdom and revelation on them so they may know 
God better  
(Ephesians 1:17) I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the 
glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that 
you may know him better.
